Subject to the further conditions and limitations of the warranty, during the warranty period we will fix free (EXCEPT FOR TRANSPORTATION COSTS) any defect in material due to workmanship.  Our obligation under warranty shall be limited to repair or replacement of the defective furniture.  If you believe you have a claim covered by this warranty, please contact us.

Conditions and Limits on Warranty

· We make no warranty for furniture used for rental purposes.

· We make no warranty for products used in external environments.

· We are not responsible for repairs due to natural wear and tear or abuse, careless handling or misuse, or where repairs have been made or attempted by others without our prior approval.

· We are not responsible for damage due to humidity levels below 30 % in the home or office. 

· We are not responsible for damage to finish caused by standing water, alcohol, other chemicals, or vinyl articles placed in direct contact with the finish.

· We are not responsible for any color changes in the finish due to exposure to sunlight.

· The customer will pay all transportation cost incurred with the honoring of this warranty, either to our plant, or to the customers home or business, on a time and materials basis.

· We make no warranty for any refinishing work or repairs on pieces not originally made by us.

· Repairs must be made by our authorized representative or us.  Proof of purchase date is required.

THERE ARE NO OTHER EXPRESS WARRANTIES. By combining professional finishing techniques with the proper combination of high quality oils, stains, polymers, and waxes, we feel we have achieved a final finish that not only enhances the beauty of the wood, but also provides excellent durability.  However, there is not a fine furniture finish that does not need proper care in order to maintain maximum performance.  The following tips are provided to help you guarantee long lasting beauty and protection for your Wooden Radiator Cabinet covers and furniture.

1.
Our finish is rated as a moisture resistant material.  By this we do not imply that it is waterproof.  Water and other liquids should not be left standing on the surface for extended periods of time.  Always wipe up spills as soon as possible.

2.
Our finish includes a top grade polymer that resists most household materials.  Cleaning can be done with a damp cloth and then wiped dry.  Strong detergents and abrasives should not be used.  If you desire to use a polish, a cream polish is suggested.  Aerosol polishes with silicone are not recommended because over a period of time your finish will become dull and smudgy.

3.
Never allow anything made of vinyl to set directly on the finish.  Vinyl continuously releases solvent in a vapor form, which can soften furniture finish and cause the vinyl to stick to it.

4.
Painted cabinets can be cleaned occasionally with a glass cleaner product like Windex.  When using glass cleaner, spray a small amount of cleaner on the cleaning rag, do not spray the glass cleaner directly onto your painted cabinet.  Frequent cleanings with a damp rag, wiped dry are best.
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
